Season 8 of the FIA WEC will see a return to Bahrain and Sao Paulo alongside 
Silverstone, Fuji, Shanghai, Sebring, Spa-Francorchamps and Le Mans, which all 
featured on last season’s calendar.   Held on five different continents, the WEC is a true 
‘world’ championship. The season finale will be at the 24 Hours of Le Mans, the perfect 
conclusion to the FIA World Endurance Championship season.

The WEC teams and drivers continue to be great supporters of the FIA Action for Road 
Safety Campaign. This year we will continue to work together to increase awareness of 
the importance of road safety and help reduce the number of deaths that we see on our 
roads each and every day.

I am sure that the FIA World Endurance Championship will continue to provide an 
impressive spectacle on the world stage, and I look forward to following the championship 
from now until Le Mans next June.

WHAT’S NEW FOR SEASON 8
There are very few changes to the 2019-2020 regulations following the Super Season, but below are 
some which are of interest or relevance.  The full Sporting Regulations can be found HERE.

DRIVER CATEGORISATION:
Given the special features of the FIA World Endurance Championship calendar, for any driver entering 
a Competition for the first time in the season before 31 December 2019, the driver’s categorisation 
that will be taken into account will be the latest one published prior to the administrative checks of 
the first Competition he/she is entering and will be applied until the end of the season in June 2020.

Unless specifically authorised in the present Regulations, wet weather tyres may be used only after 
the track has been declared ‘wet’ by the Clerk of the Course / Race Director. The number of wet 
weather tyres usable during a Competition is not limited. 

BAN ON WIND TUNNEL TESTING IN THE LMP2 CATEGORY:
Competitors entering an LMP2 car are not allowed to take part in any kind of wind tunnel testing. 

PIT STOPS:
Wheel change operations are not allowed during refuelling operations – all other areas of pit stops 
remain the same.
